PSCO Silvester gave the Councillors both a written and verbal report of the crimes statistics for the Ward during April 2015. The report detailed 10 crimes in total which were made up of Burglary other -2, Criminal damage (including vehicles) - 3, Theft (shoplifting) -2, Violence (including domestic violence, harassment & assault) – 3. PCSO Silvester then added that during the summer months the police are to launch a new initiative called Operation Liberate. This will involve a number of police officers (approx. 20) all arriving, at the same time, at sites where groups of youths congregate, the idea being to stop incidents of anti-social behaviour by targeting underage drinking and the use of drugs. Any youths found to be under the influence of drink or drugs will then be taken to a secure police site for processing, which will involve social workers and contacting parents.

CITIZEN ADVICE SESSIONS IN HAXBY 

20.
The Chairman read out a report relating to Citizen Advice sessions which had been held in Haxby. The report commented that in the last quarter there had been a marked increase in the number of callers using the service resulting in only one appointment slot being left empty. The report commented that a number of clients had been aided in claiming benefits and two clients had been aided with debts totalling £16100. Councillors were pleased to see that the sessions were being productive and were of the opinion that they should be advertised in the next issue of the Town Crier.

RESOLVED to continue with CAB sessions in Haxby at an annual cost of £2730.
PARKING ENFORCEMENT
21.
The Clerk reported details of a conversation he had with City of York, Parking Enforcement. He stated that he had been told that so far this year approximately 37 tickets had been issued in Haxby and that Parking Enforcement Officers (PEO) currently patrol in Haxby on two days per week. He also explained that he had requested more coverage but that he had been told that limited resources meant that this would not be possible. Parking Enforcement had reiterated that issues that residents have in respect of parking should be reported to City of York Council on their hotline number. He ended his report by saying that he had been told that should Haxby Town Council wish to pay for a part-time PEO to patrol in Haxby it would cost approximately £20000 per annum. Councillors requested that the Clerk contact City of York, Parking Enforcement and request that an officer attends a meeting with representatives of the Council to discuss the matter further.
